What is Lent?  
Wednesday, February 18, 2026 - Thursday, April 2, 2026  
 

Lent is a 40-day season of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving that begins on Ash Wednesday and 
ends at sundown on Holy Thursday. It's a period of preparation to celebrate the Lord's Resurrec-
tion at Easter. During Lent, we seek the Lord in prayer by reading Sacred Scripture; we 
serve by giving alms; and we practice self-control through fasting. We are called not only to ab-
stain from luxuries during Lent, but to a true inner conversion of heart as we seek to follow 

Christ's will more faithfully. We recall the waters of baptism in which we were also baptized into 
Christ's death, died to sin and evil, and began new life in Christ.  
 
Many know of the tradition of abstaining from meat on Fridays during Lent, but we are also 

called to practice self-discipline and fast in other ways throughout the season. Contemplate the 
meaning and origins of the Lenten fasting tradition in this reflection. In addition, the giving of 
alms is one way to share God's gifts—not only through the distribution of money, but through the 
sharing of our time and talents. As St. John Chrysostom reminds us: "Not to enable the poor to 
share in our goods is to steal from them and deprive them of life. The goods we possess are not 

ours, but theirs." (Catechism of the Catholic Church, no. 2446).  
In Lent, the baptized are called to renew their baptismal commitment as others prepare to be bap-
tized through the Order of Christian Initiation of Adults (OCIA), a period of learning and discern-
ment for individuals who have declared their desire to become Catholics.  
 

In our following issues we will discuss; Alms Giving, Fasting, Reflection, Renewing our Baptis-
mal Commitment  while some prepare for Baptism through the Order of Christian Initiation of 
Adults.

Connections 
 

The second reading this Sunday is not easy to follow, especially when some of Paul’s sentences are more 
like paragraphs. But you will notice that he makes several important connections: between sin and death, between 
Adam and Jesus, and between obedience and disobedience. 

Sin, he says, is the cause of death—not just spiritual death, but physical death also. His point is that sin af-
fects everyone, innocent as well as sinner. Of course, everyone is subject to death at some point, even if they have-
n’t sinned. Sometimes the cause is immediate, such as a drunken driver who causes the death of an innocent per-
son. Even a less serious sin can be a little “death” when it makes us feel that we are not as close to God as we 
could be. And sins that we might think are not a big deal, such as smoking, can lead to serious health problems. 

The connection between Adam and Jesus is not so obvious. Adam was the first to bring sin and death into 
the world. Jesus is the first to bring forgiveness by his death on the cross. Adam was at the beginning of creation 
and Jesus is the beginning of a new creation. If we are all sons and daughters of Adam, we are also God’s chil-
dren, since Jesus taught us to call God our father. 

The Letter to the Romans shows us how Jesus is different from Adam. Adam disobeyed God, while Jesus 
was obedient to his Father. Adam reminds me of a child who knows what he is supposed to do, but thinks that he 
can do the opposite and get away with it. 

The Gospel can be an example of that difference. The child likes to do things the easy way, while the adult 
will do them the right way. Satan can be thought of as trying to get Jesus to do things the easy way. When he 
tempts Jesus to turn stones into bread, he shows Jesus an easy way to feed the people. But Jesus takes a better 
way, when he feeds us with himself in the Eucharist. The devil says Jesus can throw himself off the temple as a 
dramatic way to attract followers; Jesus lets himself hang from the cross to draw people to himself. Satan promis-
es the kingdoms of the world if Jesus will only worship him. But Jesus chose to be crowned with thorns and re-
ceive his kingdom when he rose from the dead.
